“One day, the ball will stop bouncing. It could be today, tomorrow, or a long 

way down the road, but eventually, the ball stops bouncing.”

You never gave up and for that, 

you should be proud of yourself. Now you are able to share the things you have 

learned from your coaches, from your teammates and yourself.

So to all those continuing their pursuit of excellence at home, when you play 

catch with your friends and family, go for a run around the neighborhood or kick 

a soccer ball against the wall. Most of all, know that sport will go on somehow, 

somewhere in the future and sport will survive. The ball will keep bouncing. There 

is nothing the Coronavirus can do to change that.
